ABIOTIC

|Non-living

ALBEDO

|The amount of reflection from a surface

AUTOTROPH
|Produces its own food

BIODIVERSITY
|The number of different types (variety) of organisms

BIOTIC

|Living things

CARNIVORE

|Eats only other animals

COMMUNITY
|Collection of all the populations of all the species in an ecosystem

CONSUMER

|Animals that feed on plants or other animals

DECOMPOSER
|Organisms that break down detritus to produce nutrients

DETRITUS

|Dead and decaying plant and animal material

NICHE

|Your place in the ecosystem and time of activity

ECOTONE

|Transition zone between two different ecosystems

EXTRIPATED
|A species that no longer exists in a particular part of Canada

HERBIVORE

|Eats plant material only

HETEROTROPH
|Cannot produce its own food

OMNIVORE

|Eats both plants and animals

PHOTOSYNTHESIS
|Process whereby plants use sunlight to produce glucose

POPULATION
|The number of organisms in one particular species

TROPHIC

|Comes from the greek meaning feeder
